Cyrano de Bergerac Soundtrack

A while back, a local radio station used to have listeners send in their favorite songs to create a “perfect album side.”  Then, the radio station would play the songs along with the listeners’ reasons why these songs were their favorites.  We are going to create personalized soundtracks that not only demonstrate our interest in music, but our understanding of the themes of Cyrano de Bergerac.  The purpose of this project is to combine your love of music and lyrics, creative talent, and interpretation of the play.  

Edmond Rostand has elected you solely responsible for creating a soundtrack for the play Cyrano de Bergerac.  He not only wants you to create the soundtrack, but explain why you have chosen each song.  

Directions: 

Step One: For each act, choose two songs that demonstrate the theme, mood, or plot of that act.  In other words, what is the main message of that act or the main feeling (impression) that you feel after reading the act?   Use these questions to help you select appropriate songs.  Create a list of these songs and the person or group that performs the song in the order that you would present them on the soundtrack.  Because Cyrano has five acts, you should have 10 songs listed!
Step Two: Using specific information from the play, and specific song lyrics, write a well-organized essay explaining why you have selected each song for the play’s soundtrack.  This essay should have an introduction, a body paragraph for each song or Act, and a conclusion.  Remember that grammar and essay structure will be a factor in your grade.  Further, you should include specific examples of support (direct quotes) for your choices from the play and the song.  You should have a minimum of 10 direct quotes from the play, and 10 direct quotes from your songs.  [Keep in mind that since I am not asking you to turn in the lyrics of the songs, I expect you to use specific lyrics to support how the song is appropriate for the soundtrack just as you would incorporate supportive quotes in a research essay.  When doing this, make sure that you do not include any inappropriate words.]
Step Three: Create the CD jewel case cover (front page of booklet).  Find a creative and appropriate way to illustrate the soundtrack.  This can be the title page of your essay.
