Cyrano de Bergerac

Hallmark Moments
In Act IV, Christian learns that Cyrano has been writing and delivering two love letters each day to Roxane.  Cyrano’s words are so powerful that Roxane travels through the war to be with Christian.  Tragically, the Act ends with Christian dying on the battlefield before Cyrano tells Roxane the truth about his feelings or that he and Christian have been fooling Roxane all this time.  Your job is to create the perfect Hallmark card for Cyrano to send to Roxane that effectively tells Roxane how he feels.   What would Cyrano say to her?  Would Cyrano admit to what he and Christian did?  Would he apologize?  Would he beg for her forgiveness? 
Requirements:

1. Your card sentiment must accurately convey the emotions, personality, and wit of Cyrano. 

2.  Your card sentiment must be written in poetic form.

3. Your poem should be at least 10 lines (no more than 3 lines can be less than 3 words).
4. You may use a fixed rhyme scheme or free verse.
5. Your card must be illustrated using either paint or markers and it must be aesthetically pleasing.
